1. Consumer Co-Chair Application Update 

· Committee has not received any Co-chair applications. 

· The application has been revised. The Michigan ID and background check requirements have been deleted. Consumer mailing address was added.
· Other suggested outlets for distribution are the AARP, ARC, BSBP, MRS, UCP, and all organizations that work with individuals with a lot of personal experience with disability and the systems that we have.
Actions:

· Staff posted the application to www.misilc.org website, posted to Face Book and emailed out to the Council for distribution.

· Steve and Mark will present the application at the next CIL Directors meeting and ask the directors to distribute to staff and consumers in their area. 
2. Review of 2017-2019 SPIL Dashboard Report ~ Education Goal, Objective 3 and 4. 
· M. Pierce read the Education Goal, Objective 3 and 4, measurable indicators/activities to advance Goal, 2017, 2018 and 2019 progress.
Actions: 

· We need measurable goals, we can't just make a statement and just have an objective.  We need to have some outcomes that we can measure.
· Steve and Mark will be taking the SPIL Monitoring Report to the Director's meeting on the 21st and going over all “no data available.”  The goal is to collaborate with the CILs to find a way to get the information into NetCIL, so it is trackable including number of IEPs attended.
· Objective 3, C ~ Monitor the implementation of Michigan’s Special Education Task Force and engage in advocacy when necessary. There has been limited activity and the recommendation is to create a statewide measure tool/survey that all CILs can measure with.  

· Objective 4 ~ Develop and implement a Family Education Program to help families understand the IEP process, transition services, and promote student-led IEPs. This objective should be re-written as number of students who receive self-advocacy training for their IEP.

Review of 2017-2019 SPIL Dashboard Report ~ Effective/Efficient IL Program Goal, Objective 1 through 3. 

· M. Pierce read the Effective/Efficient IL Program Goal, Objective 1 through 3, measurable indicators/activities to advance Goal, 2017, 2018 and 2019 progress.
Actions:
· Objective 1 ~ Michigan’s CILs will meet the standards and indicators as required by the Workforce Innovation and Opportunities Act. Questions: What is the content of the Peer Review Process? Where has it been developed and why don't the SILC members and public have access to the information? Was this development consumer directed, consumer led, and will consumers be involved in the reviews? What's going on with the Disability Network Academy (DNA) learning, training program for staff?
· Objective 2 ~ SILC will meet the standards and indicators as required by the Workforce Innovation and Opportunities Act. Steve is going to talk more in depth about the internal controls that the SILC has and the things that have been put into effect at the June 14, 2019 SILC Council Quarterly Business Meeting. An RFP will be going out shortly to update the SILC website to make it 508 compliant.
· Objective 3 ~ Michigan’s IL Program will explore engaging in a marketing campaign to increase public awareness about the CILs.  The SILC doesn't have any role in marketing individual corporations, what it should say that we want to promote and educate the public about the purpose of Centers for Independent Living and about the principles of community‑based, consumer driven, peer delivered services.  
· One suggestion: The SILC developes a position and a statement and some materials they could use in communications that very clearly communicated what Independent Living is and what CILs are and what SILCs is, half of the benefit would be educating the centers themselves.
3. Public Comment 

Elanor Canter ~ Just would like to ask us to step back and think about everything that we've talked about today. Okay, and think about where we have been in the past and where we are currently and where we want to go in the future.  And to me to see Sara Grivetti on the agenda for the upcoming SILC meeting, to educate SILC members on literally anything is totally shocking.  I cannot believe that after everything that has happened and everything we've been through and everything we've found out that she would be invited to give any information at all.  I'm shocked by that.  I need an answer as to whether this is going to be reconsidered or this is actually going to take place at this meeting because that would be a really big deal.  So I don't know how that fits in with you know what we just talked about today but we know there what's been criminal activity going on, intentional, concerted, criminal activity and the lies over the years I don't understand how we can invite someone to educate these brand new SILC members who has been complicit with the staff and that makes no sense to me, I hope that will be reconsidered, I would like an answer, I guess that's it, thank you.

Joe Harcz ~   Dovetailing on this, look, we've got five new members, you know, the on boarding hasn't even gone and many of our other members really, I'm trying to be nice, don't know much about IL and I think that time would be much better served you know with doing you know an on boarding.  You know we are doing maybe some ILRU 101, SILC 101.  They are out there.  I mean, I don't want to be incredulous and that would be good, and you can play it Steve you have those things, right?

Steve:  Yes.

Joe:  You know, and the final thing is it's very redundant in the agenda which has other problems and is that you know you Mark are going to make the CIL Network report then you got Sara making the CIL Network report.

Darma Canter ~ I want to say the symbol of the IL movement to me is that consumers with the most significant disabilities have something to say and we can, we will be richer for listening to them.  Sara is not a consumer or a person with a significant disability and I object to her standing in front of the SILC and leading.  That is really offensive to me.  That's all.
