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Consumer Representative to SPIL Committee Volunteer Information
What is the SPIL Committee?

The SPIL Committee is a committee of the Michigan Statewide Independent Living Council (SILC). This committee reviews progress toward the State Plan for Independent Living (SPIL) and makes recommendations for writing the next 3-year plan. The SPIL establishes a blueprint for present and future independent living programs and services in Michigan. This committee may make recommendations for SILC to consider or take action on.
What is the role of the Consumer Representative?
The Michigan Statewide Independent Living Council is seeking a consumer to serve on the SPIL Committee. The Consumer Representative will offer feedback and information to the SPIL Committee on topics relevant to the SPIL and about statewide or community programs and services that impact the lives of individuals with disabilities. You will work with the CIL Representative on SILC to plan and run the meeting. You may also have a SILC member or staff support to help prepare for or follow-up on meetings. A stipend will be paid for your contribution to the SPIL Committee at a rate of $25 per hour of meeting time.
How often does the SPIL Committee meet?

Currently the SPIL Committee meets monthly. They determine their meeting schedule. Most meetings can be done online and/or over the phone, but in-person attendance may be needed on occasion or preferred. 
What if I need support to participate or attend meetings?

Participation in SPIL Committee meetings will be supported if approved in advance. Support may include payment or reimbursement for travel, personal-care attendant service, meal(s), or lodging expenses. Payment or reimbursement must be approved in advance and will be processed according to current policy and procedure. 
What is the application process? 
An application must be filled out and submitted to the SPIL Committee for consideration. People who want to serve on the SPIL Committee will be asked to submit at least two letters of recommendation with their application by x. 
Your information will be reviewed by SPIL Committee members. They will then make a list of people to  interview. We can’t guarantee that everyone will receive an interview. If selected, your interview can occur in person, over the phone, or by some other way that works for you. After all of the interviews are completed the committee will make a final decision. You will be contacted by a member of the SPIL Committee to let you know what they have decided.

How do you keep my personal information private?

SPIL Committee members cannot share your information without your permission. Your information will not be shared with other groups or committees. Your application will be kept in a secure location and will be destroyed one year after serving on the committee. 
If chosen, your name and other information that you give us permission to share will be known to the full SILC. This information will also be included in SPIL Committee minutes and will be available on the MISILC website and other documents about SPIL Committee activities.

Applications for all other candidates will be destroyed. We will however keep your name and date of application on file strictly for our own records.

What is my role with SILC?

Members of The Statewide Independent Living Council are appointed by the Governor which has a separate application and approval process. The Consumer Representative to the SPIL Committee offers information and perspectives on supports and services which helps the SPIL Committee get a clearer picture of what may be needed in communities around Michigan. Your ideas and concerns will inform the work of the SPIL Committee. 
Please note: The Consumer Representative is not a member of SILC and does not have a vote at Council meetings. The Consumer Representative is welcome to attend SILC meetings as a member of the public, but this is not required.

How long would I serve as the Consumer Representative?

The term for this role is one year. Michigan has 83 counties, so a lot of different ideas are out there and the SPIL Committee is interested in hearing from a variety of people. Therefore the committee will accept applications each year from January 1-31. The current Consumer Representative is welcome to reapply at that the end of their term or again in future years.
