	2. Public Comment
	Joe Harcz ~ I have public comment, I can’t stop laughing though. You ready for me? This SILC has been in violation of so many laws and so many principles I just can’t believe it. It’s astounding that this very meeting is not fully up on the website to this minute. No notice on this which according to standards and assurances submitted with ACL ILA is required to be open to the public. But more importantly the primary job of this SILC is to develop, implement and monitor the State Plan for Independent Living. Which is not even been produced none of the progress of monitoring has been put out since December of last year which shows major issues with independent living services and deliveries in this state. Which are totally unaccountable. There is no report put out to the public as promised. Even Aaron told me when this meeting started he didn’t even receive this. We also have no, and I repeat no accountability for equipment, office or anything else. There’s no monetary obligation there’s nothing being done. And there also isn’t any compliance with even the BSBP contract which I wrote to you all about. Let alone the one with MRS. What is going on ladies and gentlemen? We have no accountability on anything. None. And no responses from you Madam Chair in violation of the FOIA and the Open Meetings Act and everything else. We’ve got an office that isn’t even fully accessible to people who use wheelchairs. It’s documented at the SRC meeting. What kind of world are we living in? There is no data put out for these meetings and you Mr. Pierce you said at the last meeting which you had to cancel the employment section because you didn’t even have the data you said this wouldn’t happen again. This is public data. This is public information this is required to tax payors. Of which I am one and I am a tax payor with disabilities ladies and gentlemen and I demand accountability not only to this SILC but the CILs that are supposed to be monitored. They are supposed to be monitored to because their performance on these standards and indicators is supposed to be effectively monitored.  Nobody knows where anything is. It is so hard for me to not just crack up laughing at the confusion on this and I’m glad to know Madam Chair that you all had background checks cause I’m going to ask for those under FOIA. We have conflict of interest going on left and right. We got unaccounted for SILC money. Last year it’s hard to figure out how much we’ve got. But you know $415,000 to $425,000 and about half of that went to staff. Half the staff isn’t even there. We had Rodney saying at the September SILC meeting he wasn’t going any place ya know he just wanted to be Deputy Director and then all of the sudden he shows up working for MRS. What kind of clown show is this ladies and gentlemen? I’m sorry I am really rip roaring pissed because I’ll tell you what people with disabilities are being jerked people with disabilities are having their rights violated on a daily basis and the service and delivery system on IL programs is unvetted and unaccountable.
