	3. Public Comment
	Elanor Canter ~ I do not agree with or support the development of a Common Disability Agenda. Earlier in the meeting I said that our Centers for Independent Living need an Advocacy Agenda. We need to know what their advocacy priorities are. Yet I don’t not support this concept of a Common Disability Agenda because our SILC, our centers and our consumers should not have a common agenda with the very entities who are discriminating against them. We shouldn’t have a common agenda with MARO. Okay. That is outrageous. In independent living we need to have our own agenda. Also, this item was specifically done in order to funnel resources to Disability Network and that is not appropriate for a SILC. I suggest in the next SPIL we eliminate the Common Disability Agenda period. The other two things I wanted to say briefly are that with the consumer representative application many months ago about six months ago we reviewed the application and I said at the time I don’t think we should be doing background checks because there totally irrelevant and will tend to screen people out and that was removed from the application and I appreciated and then at the last meeting Robin offhandedly said what about background checks we need background checks and now it is back in there so that’s disappointing to me and lastly I was really looking forward to applying for that position and since it requires a valid driver’s license or state ID I am not eligible so and a lot of people with disabilities are not in possession of a valid driver’s license or state ID. So that is going to tend to discriminate against people of class.   
Joe Harcz ~ Not to reiterate what Elanor just said but to add to it. This has been a moving target it keeps changing. The consumer co-chair was passed as part of the by-laws more than 2 ½ years ago it just keeps going around in a big circle. There was nothing in that motion that talked about an application at all. It is irrelevant anyway because the body of the SILC is supposed to be active. Think about this ladies and gentlemen, think about how many people show up for these meetings. Think about how many people have missed a SILC quarterly meeting. Some of our most important meetings we barely had a quorum. Some of our meetings like the strategic planning meeting, May 10th of this year violated the Open Meetings Act because it wasn’t open to the public and a quorum was present. Think about this guys. We’ve got members who are on the executive committee which is bogus, that don’t even show up. We have G. Burman who misses meeting after meeting after meeting after meeting. What part of this don’t people understand? People on this council need to be active and not just on these days and not just on quarterly meeting days but in between. And think about all the information I sent out and all the information I requested as a citizen with disabilities of this public body that have not been forthcoming or late in being forthcoming. That goes to the total lack of consumer knowledge let alone input and let alone citizen knowledge. Right now, we have a new governor and they put out new directives and conflicts of interest on transparency on all kinds of things. There is a new sheriff in town and I will tell you people that I am going to be personally insuring that this SILC operates above board and all the other operations.
