	4. Public Comment
	Joe Harcz ~ I would like to have my public comment recorded and noted and not just identified as public comment if you really want to have feedback. A. We are in the 3rd year of this State Plan for Independent Living, we have reported over and over again and consumers even when the state plan was developed that there are really problems with measurement as I’ve eluted to before this is Employment First related. 
There are real problems with the measurement on this we’re supposed to be looking for competitive integrated employment we’re still getting people shuffled into segregated employment including right here in Flint with Peckham and my own center for independent living acting as a host. We have no qualitative measures ladies and gentlemen on what this type of employment is, we don’t have the duration, we don‘t have the type of jobs, we don’t have what they are, but we also right in this report, we only had 25% of the ILP’s in this regard, God, we’ve had millions of dollars of voc rehab dollars funneled into each and every one of our centers for independent living on programs that are not totally vetted and where there is no accountability and that’s in the RSA Monitoring Report. Some CILs might be doing a good job, others might not be. We don’t have any measurable outcomes and we just got numbers here. This was a design flaw in the very program to begin with. Elanor, Darma, I, others all kinds of other people made these public comments when this SPIL was developed right here in Flint. They were not listened to. Consumers were not listened to.  We’re constantly ignored and we have lack of access period. Even to this meeting I have not had my questions answered in the interim over years  which I have sent out to the entire SILC why are these numbers where they are? who is monitoring? who’s vetting? where are the designs? We are talking about human beings’ ladies and gentlemen. We’re talking about people with disabilities who we’re supposed to be serving in getting integrated completive employment and that’s at or above the Michigan minimum wage and that’s not in segregated settings which are exploding in this state we have always had an obligation of MRS and BSBP which don’t supply any data. You’ve got contracts with MRS and BSBP they have obligations and you have obligations with them. I am talking about the SILC. It’s been a daisy chain and its outrageous. People with disabilities are bleeding in this state. We’re being enslaved, thousands, thousands of Michiganders especially with intellectual disabilities are still being paid below minimum wage of 14c3 certificates. It’s a disgrace. It’s a disgrace. I reiterate my complaint about this very meeting. I am very tired of the American’s with Disabilities Act being violated over and over and over again. Thank you very much.
Elanor Canter ~ Okay, Elanor Canter consumer. Three years ago, consumers informed the SILC that the SPIL was not written in such a way that progress could be monitored. We described it as a roadmap to nowhere and that is exactly what ended up happening. That advice was totally ignored and now we find ourselves with a flaming mess of incorrect and missing data. We continually hear that the SILC is working on coming into compliance with the law, but no progress ever materializes. Now we have a situation in which your new executive director is breaking the law by refusing to properly respond to FOIA requests at the direction of the council. That’s a big problem that we have been bringing to your attention for years and it still continues. The SILC website is not accessible that needs to be corrected immediately.   
Lastly Michigan CILs specifically Joe’s CIL in Flint is still partnering with and funneling people with disabilities into shelter workshops. Literally just yesterday, The Disability Network posted and promoted an event for Peckham Inc. How can that be happening with the peer review process that is supposedly being implemented? Where are the results of those reviews? How can that be happening when the SPIL says we’re suppose to be focused on competitive integrated employment? This has been going on for years and nothing ever happens we just sit here and have these same conversations. Over and over again and monitoring the SPIL is the SILCs only job that you have to do and we just sort of totally abandoned it so ya know I really hope that when we write this next SPIL all these comments about valuing consumer input are taken seriously and aren’t just more lip service Robin.
