· Factors towards oversight of Employment First are ~ oversight should lie in the hands of individuals who have subject matter expertise, oversight should lie in the hands of individuals who do not have financial ties to the outcome, oversight should be in the hands of entities who have Systems Advocacy as part of their current mission, individuals with disabilities having voice in that oversight.
· Lt. Governor Calley is considering appointing an Oversight Commission for the Employment First Executive Order.
· Need to find a concrete way to measure the process of Employment First in Michigan.

	· Encourage Lt. Governor to create an Oversight Commission for the Employment First Executive Order.
