	2. Public Comment
	· There was a request for any and all documents this committee is looking at, draft or otherwise, to be shared with JH and EC.
· JH is not pleased with the new voting machines and says they are inaccessible to him and not confidential. He further claims none of the barriers identified in 2005 have been removed.
· EC recommended any service to a ‘non-disabled person’ be recorded as an I&R.
· EC stated any meeting or strategic planning session must be open to the public.
· JH indicated most websites documents are not accessible. 
· JH stated CILs are not accessible.
· EC stated AltTags are not present on SILC website and that she has offered concerns to director.
· EC stated that there is tension, anger, and discrimination between American Red Cross and the disability community. 
· JH indicated individuals with disabilities are not receiving emergency support, information, supplies, or accommodations. 
· EC recommended emergency preparedness be handled at the state level, not the local level.
· EC recommended CILs stop partnering with other nonprofits, stating they lose their leverage to advocate when they do so.
· JH stated emergency shelters in his are not accessible.
· EC suggested she and JH be cc’d on any emails that go to SPIL committee.

· EC stated the SPIL and every state and federal contract includes language that mandates ‘every CIL will engage in affirmative action in the recruitment, hiring and advancement of people with disabilities’ a guarantee made by the SILC that that’s what the CILs are doing. States her CIL does not do this and she will be filing a complaint with Office of Federal Contractor Compliance about CILs not engaging in affirmative action.

· EC stated CILs contract with the state, local and city entities to do access reviews and are reporting things are fine if they are not fully accessible.
· JH indicated CILs need to follow up to assure barriers that are identified are actually removed; stating no barriers identified in his community have ever been removed.

· JH recommended all SILC members participate in SPIL Committee.
	· Mark will have someone review SILC website for accessibility
· Mark will survey CIL directors to assess involvement in emergency preparedness
